Dear Friends:

God, who is the same yesterday, today and
forever still works as He did in Bible times.
He works in three different realms. In the
divine realm, God in His sovereignty does
His will, touching both converted and pre-
converted people. In the supernatural
realm, physical problems are cured by
supernatural intervention and obedience (as
happened with Naaman). The third realm is
the natural realm. The Bible uses phrases
like, “the sick need a physician”. We are
aware that proper nutrition, vitamins,
inoculations and physicians treat our
ailments and bless us tremendously.

In the supernatural,
“charisma” gifts of grace (1 Cor. 12) are
given by the Holy Spirit. For these gifts to
flow through us, we need to deal with the
things that limit God working through us.
(Heb. 12:13) “straight paths”.

In Jesus’ ministry, we see that He
rebuked the devil at times, and other times
He rebuked the disease. Through the gifts
of discernment and knowledge, we are often
able to discern what we are dealing with,
and have a clear direction for prayer.

Some people remain in their suffering
because of their disobedience, while others
suffer in the will of God - but God still works
according to His eternal principles. It is folly
on our part to think God will set His
principles aside for us. His promises have
an “if” attached, (example: “if My people who
are called by My name...” 2 Chron. 7:14)

There are times when pain and
suffering involve spiritual matters much
greater than ourselves, as they did with Job,
who Satan afflicted.

God gives grace to those who suffer
in His will (as He did for Paul when afflicted
with the thorn in his flesh.) Whether or not
God heals you, He still loves you.

| would encourage you to prayerfully
consider the Hindrances to Healing. If the
Holy Spirit convicts you at any point, repent
and renounce your sins then make things
right with God.

May God increase your faith to
believe in Him and all that He has in store
for you.
